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Every four years, residential households in the four SCSSD 
Community Districts elect a Community Director and 
Alternate to represent their neighborhood on SCSSD’s 
governing Board of Directors. Under the auspices of the 
American Arbitration Association, elections were last held in 
December 2006. There were no opposing candidates for the 
positions in Districts II, III, and IV. Existing Directors and 
Alternates in these positions remain seated for the next 4-year 
term, with exception to the vacated Alternate position in 
District III.  Mr. Joseph Messina submitted the sole petition 
for this position, the petition was certified, and Mr. Messina 
has been seated as the new Alternate for District III. Community 
District I was contested for both the Director and Alternate 
positions. An election was conducted and ballots were 
counted on the morning of December 6th 2006. The winning 
candidates were incumbent Ms. Judy Cerrone for the Director 
position and Ms. Theresa Piccone for the Alternate position.

Hero Thrill Show Donation
With great appreciation for the Philadelphia Police 
and Fire Departments that protect our neighbor- 
hoods, SCSSD has proudly made another donation 
to the Hero Thrill Show charity. The 2007 Hero 
Thrill Show was held at the Wachovia Complex on 
September 8th, 2007. SCSSD’s related donation 
of $5,000 enabled 500 SCSSD residents to attend 
the event. Event proceeds are used to provide 
scholarships to the children of Police Officers and 
Firefighters who have been disabled or fatally 
wounded in the line of duty.    

The Southern-Bok fields located at 10th and Bigler 
Streets are receiving a much needed makeover. The 
School District of Philadelphia is investing approximately 
$7-8 million into this “Supersite” improvement project. 
Construction is ongoing with expected completion in late 
summer 2008. SCSSD is donating $300,000 to ensure 
that decorative security fencing is installed around 
the entire perimeter of the site. This should minimize 
trespassing problems of the past, a great safety and 
beautification benefit for the adjacent District III home- 
owners served by SCSSD.

DONATIONS
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Traffic Sign Project Donation

SCSSD has made a $50,000 donation to help fund 
construction of the new Sports Complex Traffic 
Sign Improvement Project, which the city 
completed in 2007. This project includes over- 
head signs to more efficiently direct event patrons 
from the interstates to parking lots, and then from 
parking lots directly back to the interstates, steering 
clear of adjacent residential neighborhoods.

Navy Yard Subway Extension Study
SCSSD is serving on the Project Steering Committee 
for a study that will evaluate the feasibility of 
extending the Broad Street Subway into the Navy 
Yard. This study has been commissioned by PIDC.  
As the Navy Yard continues to develop, it is very 
important to evaluate related traffic impacts, including 
transit connections, to minimize future traffic 
congestion in the area.  

Advertising planes, more commonly referred to as banner tower planes, have begun to operate with great frequency 
over the Sports Complex and adjacent neighborhoods. These planes are noisy and raise obvious safety concerns.  
SCSSD has investigated this issue in great detail, met with the Federal Aviation Administration, met with the 
primary offending plane company, and discussed this matter on countless occasions with the primary offending 
advertising company. There are various offenders, and unfortunately, what they are doing is legal. However, SCSSD 
is pleased to report that the company creating the great majority of recent problems has ceased such advertising for 
now, due to persistent SCSSD complaints. SCSSD is currently working with ex-officio Board Members and other 
cities with similar concerns to address this important quality of life and safety issue.

Advertising Planes 

On May 31st 2007, SCSSD sponsored an 
educational bus tour of the Sunoco refinery 
facilities in South Philadelphia. The tour was 
facilitated by John McCann from Sunoco.  
The SCSSD group included 23 participants 
that questioned Sunoco officials on many 
safety and environmental issues concerning 
the adjacent communities. Participants 
gained a better perspective on this topic and 
SCSSD continues to engage in related 
dialogue with Sunoco. 

In May 2007, SCSSD was approved as a 
new member of the Sunoco South/ 
Southwest Community Advisory Panel 
(CAP). CAPs serve as a way to improve 
dialogue between plants and local 
community leaders through regular 
meetings that allow leaders to share their 
concerns and ask questions of plant 
management. SCSSD actively participates 
in the monthly meetings, along with 18 
other member organizations.

BEHIND THE SCENES

Did you know that the Navy Yard is larger than Center 
City and being actively developed?  On January 11th 

2007, SCSSD sponsored a bus tour of the Navy 
Yard to gain better insight into this developing 

area and the impacts it may have on the 
adjacent communities served by SCSSD.  John 

Grady and Leslie Knott from the Philadelphia 
Industrial Development Corporation (PIDC) narrated the 

tour for 35 SCSSD participants.  PIDC manages the 
development, operations, and leasing of the 
property.  The entire property is approximately 
1,200 acres, which is about 200 acres larger than 
Center City.  The Navy Yard includes various new 
eateries that are open to the public on weekdays 
from 6am to 6pm. SCSSD remains engaged in 
regular discussions with PIDC regarding Navy 
Yard developments.
